Vaccine Records and flea/tick 
I try to keep a disease free environment.  It is important to have your vaccines current.  Dogs under a year must be up to date on shots and boosters.  Dogs over a year need boosters every year until 3 yrs of age.  Dogs over 3 years need 3 yr boosters. Rabies required for all dogs. BORDETELLA MUST BE ADMINISTERED EVERY 6 MONTHS with a minimum of 2 weeks PRIOR to boarding.   All dogs must have current Flea and Tick treatment and be current.  If there is any doubt I have Frontline here at my house and will dose and charge accordingly.  Please do not take your dog to the dog park 10 days prior to boarding.  
Please provide your shot records from vet. If for any reason you cannot provide records please state why and I will review.  Your Vet will gladly fax to you.  If you do not have a fax machine let me know and I will call Vet to confirm.  If any dog in my care does not have shots, I will have to take dog to my Vet before they can come to my home and add charges NO EXCEPTIONS.  If your dog becomes virally ill in my home I will have to isolate such animal and have it removed from my home ASAP (i.e. Worms, Parasites, and Respiratory Infections).  These illnesses have 7-14 incubation periods and although you may not see the signs and symptoms they can pop up after you drop off your dog.   
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
